Most new computers bought
today come loaded with
software of the vendors

choosing. A good deal of it is 90 day
trial versions of well known programs.
Some computer sellers, if you request
it, will sell you a computer devoid of
software other than the operating
system. These purchasers prefer
installing programs they already have,
or are familiar with on their new
machine. Since most people buying a
new computer like to have the latest
software they can get, it stands to
reason that most of them will accept
their new computer with the latest
version of Microsoft Office
preinstalled on it. That can be a full
version or a trial version that you can
update later. That was before many of
them realize that while 2003 and 2007
(I will refer to the versions that way
for the rest of this article) do the same
things, the layout is considerably
different and the commands you are
accustomed to under the Menu bar, in
2003, are not always evident in 2007.

While 2007 has a few more bells and
whistles, the extra cost of these
refinements have some wondering
whether their limited usage is worth it.
Never forget, Microsoft designed
Word and Office for a business
environment. The extra bells and
whistles may not be worth the extra
expense for the home user.

In talking with people who have 2007
on their computers, about 75%, give or
take a percentage point, are either
sorry they chose 2007, or would like to
switch back to 2003. I have spoken to
at least one computer dealer who has
told me he gets many requests every
day from people who would like to get
back to 2003. I’m sure I will get a

huge argument from many members
of this computer club, who love 2007
and feel it is a vast improvement
over 2003. To each his own.

I don’t subscribe to Microsoft’s line
about 2007 being a more intuitive
and easier to use program, with
fewer keystrokes to accomplish a
given task. Their claim that all
commands of a given type are
grouped together in the ribbon, just
doesn’t hold water. If that were so,
why are so many users trying to get
back to 2003? I have found many
instances where getting to a specific
command you would like to use,
takes one or more extra steps or
mouse clicks to accomplish. My own
opinion, for what it’s worth, is that
these claims are just so much
Microsoft hype.

All that being said, I must admit to
liking 2007 myself. My reasons for
saying this are, for the most part,
different than most other users.
Being something of a program nut, I
like exploring new programs and
finding how to do things on my own.
2007 gives me the perfect
opportunity to do this. The only way
a user can get know any program
well is to explore it thoroughly.

Now, let’s get down to the nitty gritty
of finding the 2003 commands that
we are all accustomed  to. Contrary
to what new users of 2007 claim, the
old commands are there, and once
you know where to look, you’ll
recognize them and most likely make
full use of them. Microsoft even
gives you a toolbar on which to store
these commands, so they are always
handy.

In the upper left hand corner of the
Word workspace is a large round
button with a Microsoft logo on it,
called “Office Button”. If you use

Word 2007, you should be used to this
button. You use it to save your
documents or files in either 2003
format (.doc), or 2007 format (.docx).
You also use that button to print your
documents, see them in print previews,
convert them from 2003 to 2007, or
vice versa, and even E-mail them,
among other things. Some of your
extra bells and whistles are located
under that button.

At the bottom of the drop down menu
is the Exit Word button which some of
you use to close out Word once you’ve
saved your document. I know many of
you use the big X in the upper right
corner to quit Word. Many people use
that shortcut to exit a program. If
that’s the case you have missed the
“hiding place” of the old 2003
commands.

Next to the Exit Word button is a
button called Word Options. Click on
it. A whole new widow opens with two
columns and a lot of commands which
may not mean much to you. For the
most part these commands are for
customizing various parts of the Word
program and setting defaults. We will
not get into them here. Possibly we
can cover some of them in future
articles. In the left column, scroll down
to Customize and click on it. Again, a
whole new page opens up, and this
time the commands begin to look
somewhat familiar. However, we still
don’t have the commands we are
looking for.

Before we find all the old commands
that were so easy to use, let’s figure
out what we will do with them, once
we find them. We can’t go through
this menu clicking every time we need
a particular command that we can’t
find in the Ribbon. It would be too
much like work, very counter
productive, and give the lie to

MS Word Tip
  Most documents contain different types of formatting
throughout. If you want to change a specific formatting,
such as all bold characters to italics, you can manually
search through your document and change each
instance. However, if your document is large, this can
take quite some time to do. There is also the chance
that you may miss some of the instances. A better
option is to use the Find and Replace options as
described below.

-From the Edit menu, click Find.
-Click Replace.
-To search for specific formatting, leave the Find what
field blank.
-Click the More button.
-Click the Format button.
-Select the formats that you want to find and replace.
-Click the Replace with box, click Format, and then
select the replacement formats.
-Click Find Next, and then click Replace.
-To replace all instances of the specified formatting,
click Replace All

Microsoft’s claim that 2007 is intuitive. We need a place
to store these commands so that they are readily
available and easy to click on to carry them out. Let’s
look at the Word Ribbon. It’s situated above the
workspace. Above the Ribbon is the 2007 Menu bar,
which is nothing like the Menu Bar of 2003. Clicking on
each menu item brings up a different ribbon. I presume
this is what Microsoft means when they claim that the
commands that are related are grouped together. I
cannot argue with them, but is not the way I work.

Right click in an empty area of the 2007 Menu Bar. You
will see a menu with three commands on it. The first one
“Customize the Quick Access Toolbar” will take you
back to the window we left a couple of paragraphs back.
The Quick Access Toolbar is where you will be storing
the commands you used to use in 2003. If you have
already stored any commands on that toolbar, the second
command will allow you to change the toolbar position to
either above or below the Ribbon. It’s a matter of
choice, nothing more. I leave mine above the Ribbon,
simply because there it fits in with the title bar, while
below the Ribbon, it takes up extra real estate on the
workspace. The third command allows you to minimize
the Ribbon. Those users who like as much workspace as
possible can minimize it. It does give you more
workspace, but at the expense of an extra mouse click to
bring it back up when you need it. Again, the choice is
yours.

Let’s go back to the Word Options panel. When you
opened it, and clicked on Customize you saw an array of
commands that looked familiar, but weren’t quite the
ones we were seeking. These are known as Popular
Commands, which may, or may not have all the
commands you want. If the list doesn’t have some of
your commands, click the drop down arrow in the box at
the top of the column. This will open a whole set of
commands for various functions of Word. The third item
down says “All Commands”. Click on it. That’s where
you should be able to find any command used in Word
2003 (and 2007), all in alphabetical order (there are over
600 of them). As the saying goes; “If you can’t find it
here, it ain’t been made”.

The other lists in the drop down box place all these same
commands in categories according to their usage. Here
again, is where I feel Microsoft screwed up. If you’ve
got all the commands in alphabetical order in one place,
why do you need the category lists, particularly if

someone is not sure of what category the command he
wants is in. You can waste a lot of time looking for it in a
category it may not be in. No doubt some experts can
explain where I’m wrong in my thinking, but this is my
article and my opinion.

Once you find a command that you feel you would use
frequently, click on it to highlight it. Click on the right
facing arrow between the two columns. This will place the
command in the right hand box. This box contains all the
commands that will appear on the Quick Access Toolbar.
Don’t go overboard. Many of the commands may already
be in the Ribbon. There is no need to duplicate the
commands you already have. It just takes up real estate.
Just as you can add buttons to the Quick Access Toolbar,
you can also remove commands by highlighting the
command in the right hand box and click on the “Remove”
button. Word also allows you to place the commands in a
particular order. Highlight a command in the box and then
click on the up or down arrows to the right of the box, until
you have it placed exactly where you want it. This allows
a user to group the commands as they were in 2003, or to
his liking.

Word is not the only program in the MS Office Suite 2007
to use this method of hiding the old Menu commands. The
same thing can be found in Excel, Power Point, and
Access. In Publisher (not a part of Office Suite in all
versions), the only Options are located in the Tools menu,
as it is in 2003. For those of you who use Outlook as an E-
mail client, the only place you will see the Ribbon and the
Options button is when you either reply to a message,
forward a message, or create a message to send. It does
not appear in any of the other folders or in the Outlook
Today page.

I don’t profess to know the reasons for Microsoft’s shift in
the way Word and the other parts of Office Suite shows its
desktop, but from the amount of feedback I’ve been able
to gather, they have not enhanced their image by doing
this.

At this point I must add a qualification. This article is
written from the point of view of the ordinary home
user. Many office workers in a large (or not so large)
corporation, receive training in Microsoft programs,
either in house or at special training classes. For them,
much of what Microsoft claims may be true. However,
most of us have had no formal training in Word. And to
us, re-learning how to use Word 2007 is a bit of a
hassle. Aaron Rennert
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June Meeting Highlights

    The presentation at our June 3rd meeting was
made by Jostin Burbidge who took over the micro-
phone and told us all about the new things that are
happening at Embarq.  Some of the members cur-
rently have the phone service and/or the internet
service but a new combination program they will now
be offering will include TV.

Embarq offers telephone service to the area of Port
Charlotte, Punta Gorda and Arcadia (but not North
Port).    The company store is located near to the mall
by Red Lobster on Route #776.

Jostin began his presentation with the basics and
explained the difference between phone dial up
service and high speed internet which Embarq offers
in different connection levels.  The Embarq DSL
lines are received thru the telephone jack.  Custom-
ers are supplied with a modem which plugs into the
ethernet connection on your computer.  When
properly installed, the minute you turn on your
computer, you are automatically connected to the
internet.  Embarq uses the Internet Explorer Icon on
your desktop. You have the option of using another
browser like Firefox to do your internet surfing.

During the question and answer portion of the
presentation, it was discovered many people are
confused exactly how all these services work to-
gether.   Embarq is a Digital Subscriber Line (DSL).
supplier.  In comparison, Comcast is unable to
control the speed and runs off shared networks and
therefore must offer one price for internet service.

Embarq breaks their speed into four different tiers
and are able to offer pricing based on the customers’
surfing needs.  Customers can access the internet
using Embarq and receive telephone calls at the
same time.  Anyone who has dial-up knows this can
be a problem.  A vacation package is offered but you
need to be gone for at least two months in order to
offset costs of leaving the service connected.  An-
other advantage of Embarq is 911 service.  The land
line shows exactly where a call originates.

Dish network is partnering with Embarq by offering a
new program package as of June 4th which includes
the top 100 TV stations with local channels and a
DVR.  Customers who sign up for long distance
telephone, internet and Dish Network, realize sub-
stantial savings.

You need to come into the Embarq office to specifi-
cally discuss your individual situation.  If you are an
existing customer for some but not the combination,
make an appointment with Jostin and he will advise
you what they are able to offer you, item by item. I
strongly urge you to go to the local Embarq office and
discuss their program rather than call. You will get a
better understanding of how things work.
